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1.
Aims and objectives of the BU Supporters Club

1.1
The organisation shall be called “The Bo’ness United Supporters Club” (hereinafter called the “Supporters Club”).

1.2
The principle objectives of the Supporters Club are to run an efficient organisation, which gives Bo’ness United fans the opportunity to join the Supporters Club if they wish.  On joining the Supporters Club, a member is entitled to travel to all Bo’ness United away matches on the designated Supporters Club bus (for a small fee) and participate in any Supporters Club organised functions throughout the membership year.     

2. 
Membership

2.1 Membership of the Supporters Club shall be open to all Bo’ness United fans.  The following are not eligible for membership: 
· a member of Bo’ness United Football Committee

· any Bo’ness United fan (or other individual) who has previously been reprimanded (by Match Officials/Stewards or Police) due to their conduct/behaviour at football matches 
2.2
Membership fees shall be payable for all Supporters Club members
     (including the Supporters Club Committee), immediately following the BU
Supporters Club AGM.  Membership fees cover the next Junior Football season (typically August – May), weather permitting.

2.3
All members must provide the Supporters Club with the following details – full name and address.  If any member fails to comply with this request, or gives false information their membership will automatically be rendered invalid, and this will exclude them from all Supporters Club activities for the rest of the football season.  Upon payment of membership fees, the Supporters Club Committee must ensure that they have obtained/amended any statutory details for all members (both new and existing).  
2.4
Following the criteria of points 2.1-2.3 are met, the Supporters Club Committee will issue a successful Supporters Club applicant with their personal membership card.  This entitles the cardholder to travel on the Supporters Club designated buses to away football matches (for that season only) for a small fee, which shall be collected by Supporters Club Committee members on the bus.  Membership of the Supporters Club also entitles the cardholder to attend any organised BU Supporters Club events/activities, while their membership is valid.

2.5
The BU Supporters Club Committee retains the right to withdraw membership if a member is considered to have acted inappropriately at a football match, or brings shame on the reputation of the BU Supporters Club at any time.

3. 
Meetings

3.1
The BU Supporters Club Committee shall decide the venue of all General Meetings which are to take place.
3.2
The Supporters Club Committee must hold a minimum of two General meetings per year (i.e. one every six months) and at each meeting, a brief finance report should be provided by the Treasurer.

3.3
Meetings may be convened at any other time, should a matter of urgency arise pertaining to the Supporters Club.  Committee members are able to convene a meeting at any time by contacting the Chairperson, and as long as a quorum will be present (see 4.5).

3.4
All Committee members must ensure that they attend at least one meeting per year (if the minimum of two per year applies).  Otherwise, no Committee member may miss any meetings for a period of longer than six months.  Should a Committee member fail to attend meetings for more than six months, he will be contacted by the Chairperson.  Special leave of absence may be considered for exceptional circumstances.
3.5
The Annual General Meeting of the BU Supporters Club shall be held each year in July/August and is open to all Supporters Club members to attend.
3.6
The functions of the Annual General Meeting shall be:

· To receive the Chairperson’s report on the affairs of the Supporters

         Club for the past year and the main aims for the next year.
· To receive the Treasurer’s report (and confirmation from the 

Auditor), regarding the Supporters Club accounts.
· To elect new Supporters Club Committee Members (if necessary) or


re-elect existing Committee members.
· To transact any other general business of the Supporters Club.
4. 
Office Bearers and Committee
4.1
All Office Bearers and other Committee Members must be members of the Supporters Club. 
4.2
The Office Bearers shall consist of a Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Treasurer and Secretary.  Committee members must have served for at least a 1 year term before being eligible to seek appointment as an Office Bearer.
4.3
The Office-Bearers shall be elected annually at the Annual General Meeting.  The retiring Office-Bearers shall be eligible for re-election (subject as after mentioned) providing they intimate their intention to stand again for office.  Office-Bearers shall stand every year for election. 

4.4
The BU Supporters Club Committee is limited to a maximum of 9 members and cannot operate with less than 6 members at any time.  

4.5
50% of Committee members shall be a quorum.

5. 
Treasurer
5.1
The Treasurer is responsible for ensuring all monies (i.e. income and expenditure) for the Supporters Club are accounted for.  It is the Treasurer’s duty to ensure that they keep correct and accurate accounts which show the financial affairs of the Supporters Club.
5.2
The Treasurer is responsible for preparing all financial reports for meetings held throughout the year.  The accounts will be audited once a year, before the AGM is held.  

5.3
All cheques shall be signed by the Treasurer along with a member of the Committee duly authorised for the purpose.  The Treasurer and other cheque signatories shall be held jointly and severally liable, if any irregularities occur within the year, relating directly to the cheque book.
5.4
In the event that the Supporters Club should become defunct/cease to exist, all remaining club funds will be duly donated to Bo’ness United Football Club. 
6. 
Members Complaints/Suggestions

6.1
Any complaints or suggestions from Supporters Club members can be made in writing, or by approaching any member of the Committee.  Any matters arising from a complaint shall be dealt with by the Committee at their next meeting (or before, if a matter of urgency).  The Committee shall consider all complaints, and decide on the outcome of each.

7. 
Alteration of Constitution

7.1
This constitution forms the rules of the BU Supporters Club Committee, however it can be altered or added to at any Annual or General meeting.  Anyone proposing an alteration or amendment to the constitution, should notify the Chairperson of their intention – ensuring at least two weeks before the date of the next meeting.  
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
